(If New Zealand claim top spot in their pool and then win their quarter-final, 
they will play in semi-final 1 this evening. If New Zealand finish second in their 
pool, but then win their quarter-final, they will play in semi-final 2 on Sunday 
evening).

After the match we will be transferred back to our hotel to enjoy the rest of 
your evening at leisure. 

 

 
 



 
 

Sunday 27th October This morning is yours at leisure in Tokyo, enjoy breakfast at the hotel before

(If New Zealand finish second in their pool, but then win their quarter-final, they 
will play in this Semi Final).

After the match we return to the hotel where you have the rest of the evening at 
leisure. 

Monday 28th October After breakfast we travel from Tokyo to Kyoto in quintessentially Japanese style 

on the Shinkansen bullet train, enjoy an incredibly smooth ride and scenic views 

of Mount Fuji. Upon arrival in the ancient capital, experience the unique 

atmosphere of Nishiki Market in Kyoto, as the green tea and Bonito aromas 

engulf your senses prior to indulging in great local cuisine and shopping, before 

visiting the scenic and unforgettable UNESCO protected Golden Pavilion, a zen 

temple built to represent the extravagance of the ancient Kitayama culture.

Tuesday 29th October After breakfast we board our coach for a morning of sightseeing including 

visiting: 

Kiyomizudera Temple (incl Otowa Waterfall), Higashiyama Historical District.   

Afternoon Optional Excursion  Tea Ceremony with Maiko + Short walking tour 

through Gion District to Pontocho. (Additional cost to attend this Optional 

Excursion). 

Dinner at leisure. Relax and unwind at the hotel in the heart of Kyoto. 
 

Wednesday 30th October After breakfast at the hotel the day is yours to explore Kyoto at your leisure or 

you may wish to join an Optional Excursion : 

Optional Excursion  Fushimi Inari Shrine, Small boat ride + Gekkeikan Okura 

Sake Museum (half day). Includes private transport by coach, guide & entrance 

fees. (Additional cost to attend this Optional Excursion). 

* Note: Maximum number of this tour is 30pax due to boat capacity. 

Meander through the Fushimi Inari Shrine trails which traverse the temple 
grounds and marvel at the Romon Gate donated by the Japan unifier Toyotomi 
Hideyoshi in 1589. Next, enjoy a small boat ride before arriving at the Gekkeikan 
Okura Sake Museum to sample and discover the process of sake making. Relax 
and unwind at a luxury hotel in the heart of Kyoto.

Saturday 2nd November After breakfast you have a free morning for last minute shopping or wander the 
streets and enjoy the atmosphere of rugby finals. 

This afternoon we will transfer by coach to the International Stadium Yokohama 
for the final. 

FINAL:    Winner SF 1 v Winner SF 2             International Stadium Yokohama   
Kick-off 18:00 

After the match we return by coach to the hotel and surrounding bars for 
celebrations lasting into the night in Tokyo. 

Sunday 3rd November Enjoy breakfast at your hotel this morning before embarking on a day of leisure, 
kick back and relax after a late night or get amongst the hustle and bustle for 
your last day in Tokyo. 

Monday 4th November After breakfast your Tour concludes and you will be transferred to the Airport for 
your flight home.
